Bill Palladino of Palladino’s Professional Cleaning 
Services LLC has tackled 

major dirt in homes and businesses for more than 
three decades.

An engineer for 20 years, he left the corporate world 
in 1986 and started a cleaning service in Florida, 
specializing in restaurants damaged by �  re and � ood. 
When he sold that business, he moved to Chandler to 
work for a large international �  rm.

When they began, Palladino’s offered typical, 
weekly housecleaning services. The company now 
focuses on big jobs including window washing, outside 
pressure washing, spring cleaning, debris removal, tile 
and grout restoration, carpet cleaning and in-depth 
seasonal and moving cleaning.

Hauling away debris, trash and junk is a relatively 
new service of the company.

Free speech,
language screenings
New program helps parents 
teach children to speak

language impairment, as well as for children with 
cognitive and developmental delays under age 5.”

The course includes �  ve adult group training 
sessions held every other week, with three individual 
video sessions and pre- and post-assessments. 
Certi�  ed Master’s level speech pathologists teach the 
course beginning Mon., April 20.
